Allocation of the booths:

The organizing committee according to the overall layout will allocate the booths. The committee reserves the right to change the location of allocated space, as well as slightly alter the shape of the booth, if circumstances demand.

Booth Fee:

Price of Booth: 13-15 sq. meters at 400,000 Japanese Yen 

                          10-12 sq. meter at 350,000 Japanese Yen                  

Terms of Payment: Pay in full by December 31st, 2008

All fees must be paid in Japanese Yen. Failure to pay on time may result in an automatic rejection of your application.

Booth Size:

The size of the booths can range from 10 sq. meters to 17.5 sq meters depending on the overall design of the exhibition area, with larger and smaller booths available upon request.

If the exhibitors withdraw due to their own reasons, the paid booth fee will not be returned.

Exhibition Hall and Facilities
The available space at Akiba_Square totals about 1,010 sq. meters. It consists of 30-40 booths and several project areas. 

Booth Facilities: Every booth consists of 3 panels, 3 lights and signage with the exhibitor’s name. Exhibitors will be provided with 1 table and 2 chairs. There will be one (1) 100 Volt outlet in each booth. Extra equipment is available on request for a standard extra fee. 

Right of Using a Booth

Once the entire booth fee is paid, exhibitors are entitled to use the booth. Exhibitors should not sublet the booth wholly or in part. 

Catalog
The committee will produce a bi-lingual catalog with information on the exhibitors and images of the exhibits. Every exhibitor will be allotted 2 pages which will be determined depending on the overall design of the catalog. They will be available for sale starting the night of the opening and each exhibitor will receive 5 copies.

Catalog Exhibitors should provide:

· High-resolution images of 350 dpi x 20 cm (or higher resolution formats) to be uploaded on the web. Instructions will be sent at a later date.

All images for the catalog from selected galleries must be uploaded by Jan 14, 2009.

The committee reserves the right to edit the catalog and to make final decisions. 

Publicity

On-paper publicity: In order to expose/promote the exhibitors, the represented artists and important artworks, 101TOKYO will contact and partner with magazines and newspapers focusing on collecting, fashion and other mass media. 

Internet publicity: will post on highly trafficked art websites and online art magazines.

In order to provide more publicity services to exhibitors please submit the materials for the catalogue/publicity by January 14th, 2009.

Services

Transportation: The committee shall assign a transportation company to provide exhibit transportation within Japan and storage services within Japan. The exhibitors shall cover the expenses.

Accommodation: The committee can offer a service company to recommend hotels at different levels to accommodate exhibitors near the exhibition space and provide the most preferential price. The exhibitors shall cover the expense.

Booth cleaning: the management of Akiba_Square will provide a cleaning service to maintain all public spaces throughout the time of the exhibition.
